Summer Reading Projects

Each project must be neat and organized.  Effort must be visible.  The rubric is attached.
Choose TWO of the following, a different one for each book you read:
· Comic Strip – The comic must include at least 8 frames, include captions, or a cartoon motion flipbook that captures a memorable scene from the novel.   This may be done on a computer or on paper.
· Visual Art - Capture your impressions of the main character(s) in any form you choose (drawing, collage, paper mache, diorama, photograph etc.)  Type a 3 paragraph description of your image.

· Music - Use at least 10 songs that represent the themes, characters, and/or events in the story.  Make a cover for the CD that lists each song, its artist, and briefly explains why you chose each song.

· Poem—write one long poem (at least 20 lines) or at least two short poems (at least 10 lines) in the form of your choosing about the story, a theme from the story, or one or more of the characters.  

· Power Point Presentation - It should be at least 10 slides and each slide should have color, animation, and pictures.  Your presentation should emphasize the author, main characters, plot, setting, theme, conflicts, outcome/resolution, and your opinions about the book.
· Book Report – Write a report about the book that includes a summary of the plot, character description, your opinion, etc.  It should be at least five paragraphs.
· Fashion Design – Design a set of paper dolls, using at least three characters from the novel. Each character should have at least 2 outfits. Write a description of when each character would wear each outfit; cite scenes and page numbers from the novel.
· Movie Trailer – Create a movie trailer for the film adaptation of the novel. It must be at least 3 minutes in length, state the title, and hint at the main plot events without giving away the ending.
